Knowing the Will of God
The purpose of this study is to put together some verses that deal with discerning the will of God for your life.

The Importance of Knowing God’s Will
1 John 2:17  And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the  will   of   God abideth for ever.

Mark 3:35  Jesus said, For whosoever shall do the  will   of   God , the same is my brother, and my sister, and mother.

1 Peter 4:2  That he no longer should live the rest  of  his time in the flesh to the lusts  of  men, but to the  will   of   God .


Eight Steps to Discerning God’s Will in any situation.
Step 1  - Pray fervently for God’s guidance.

Colossians 4:12  Epaphras, who is one  of  you, a servant  of  Christ, saluteth you, always labouring fervently for you in prayers, that ye may stand perfect and complete in all the  will of   God . 

Step 2  - Present your body to God-- A Living Sacrifice.
Romans 12:1  I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies  of   God , that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto  God , which is your reasonable service.    

Step 3  - Reject Natural Worldly Thinking.  It is opposite God.

Romans 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: 
1 John 2:16  For all that is in the world, the lust  of  the flesh, and the lust  of  the eyes, and the pride  of  life, is not  of  the Father, but is  of  the world.

Step 4  - Transform your mind and heart with daily reading, study and meditation on God’s Word.

Romans 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing  of  your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect,  will  of  God.

Isaiah 55:6  Seek ye the LORD while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is near:  7  Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.  See also: verses 8-11

Step 5  - Obey the Will of God that you already understand.

Psalm 119:11  Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee.

Psalm 119:105  Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path. 

Step 6  - Submit to Authorities and seek their guidance.

Hebrews 13:17  Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: for that is unprofitable for you.

Ephesians 5:22  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord.  23  For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body.

Ephesians 6:1-2,5-8    1  Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right.  2  Honour thy father and mother; (which is the first commandment with promise;)    5  Servants, be obedient to them that are your masters according to the flesh, with fear and trembling, in singleness  of  your heart, as unto Christ;  6  Not with eyeservice, as menpleasers; but as the servants  of  Christ, doing the  will   of   God  from the heart;  7  With good  will  doing service, as to the Lord, and not to men:  8  Knowing that whatsoever good thing any man doeth, the same shall he receive  of  the Lord, whether he be bond or free.

1 Peter 2:13-15,17   Submit yourselves to every ordinance  of  man for the Lord's sake: whether it be to the king, as supreme;  14  Or unto governors, as unto them that are sent by him for the punishment  of  evildoers, and for the praise  of  them that do well.  15  For so is the  will   of God , that with well doing ye may put to silence the ignorance  of  foolish men:  17  For it is better, if the  will   of   God  be so, that ye suffer for well doing, than for evil doing.

Step 7  - With the help of spiritual leaders, find scripture passages that give guidance in your area of need.  
Psalm 19:7-9  The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple.  8  The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart: the commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes.  9  The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring for ever: the judgments of the LORD are true and righteous altogether.

 Psalm 32:8  I will instruct thee and teach thee in the way which thou shalt go: I will guide thee with mine eye.
Step 8  - Rest in your spirit.  If there is no rest, you have probably not found the will of God.  Keep seeking.  But you must be willing to do His will before you know what it is.

Psalm 37:3  Trust in the LORD, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the land, and verily thou shalt be fed.  4  Delight thyself also in the LORD; and he shall give thee the desires of thine heart.  5  Commit thy way unto the LORD; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to pass.  6  And he shall bring forth thy righteousness as the light, and thy judgment as the noonday.  7  Rest in the LORD, and wait patiently for him: fret not thyself because of him who prospereth in his way, because of the man who bringeth wicked devices to pass.

1 Peter 3:9  The Lord…is not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.

1 Thessalonians 4:3  For this is the  will   of   God , even your sanctification*, [*setting apart to God’s will].

1 Thessalonians 5:18  In every thing give thanks: for this is the  will   of   God  in Christ Jesus concerning you. 
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
